The emergency rescue demonstration will feature real propane-fuelled flames to be extinguished by competing fire-fighters. The dramatic fire training technology is just one of the new safety products and services to be highlighted at NSW's largest workplace safety event in 2008. In a first, Manufacturers Monthly will host daily tours guiding visitors to the newest factory and warehouse safety solutions.

A host of fresh exhibitors spanning storage, matting, fencing and even hand surgery, will debut at The Safety Show in 2008.

Held alongside The Safety Show is Sydney Materials Handling, a show dedicated to load, move and shift solutions that organisers say will be 25 per cent larger than last year's inaugural event.
While Sydney Materials Handling features core logistics equipment like forklifts from big brand names like Clark Equipment, NTP and Toyota, the 2008 show will extend right through to keyless security technology and radio frequency identification (RFID).
